Declarative Knowledge:


Students will understand the use of parenthetical citation in the research paper.

Procedural Knowledge:


Students will add parenthetical citation to their research papers.

Essential Questions:

Why do I need to use citations?

When do I need to use citations?

How do I add parenthetical citations to my research paper?

Description of task:

Take any piece of information from a research paper and ask the students “Says who?” or “Prove it!” If they can’t tell me exactly where the information came from or who said it, tell them their work isn’t done! Research must be backed up with this information and the reader must have easy access to it. This is exactly what citation is for.  Have students read through the APA model paper in their handbook, pages 99 – 103.  Ask them to identify at least three parenthetical citations. Point out that parenthetical citations are enclosed in parenthesis and included as part of the paragraph. Once they have identified the citations, ask them to find it on the references page. Using the models as a guide, surmise what is required in this form of citation. Next go to page 96 and see if their surmise was correct. Next have students compare APA and MLA citations, page 54 and 96 in the handbook. Ask them to list the differences. Then students can move to the computer lab to look at citation internet sites which will help them with their own parenthetical citations and reference pages as well. http://www.noodletools.com/quickcite/ will show them right online how to do citations. http://www.english.uiuc.edu/cws/wworkshop/index.htm under biography styles will show the APA styles. Once they have looked through these sites they may begin adding citation to their own papers.

Student products/ Performances:

Students will participate in class discussion, access the internet sites, and apply the information gathered to their own papers. They will use the information on their bibliography and note cards to make good citations in their work.

Criteria:

Students will be informally assessed as they participate in class discussion. A more formal assessment will be done on the final project as they will earn points for proper citation.
